Compass is our school communication platform that may be accessed as an app on a device or a desktop.  Compass 
allows staff to send out communications such as newsletters, permission notes and last minute information quickly to 
families and is also a quick way for families to communicate absences to the school.  See our wonderful office staff for 
Compass logins.

It is imperative that all families have access to the Compass platform from the beginning of the year as all 
communications including permission notes will be sent home via the Compass platform.  We ask that you read notes as 
they come and respond accordingly as once the cut off reply date passes, notes will no longer be available and late 
responses will not be taken.  Thank you for your cooperation in streamlining our school procedures.

Acceptable Use of Technology

Each year before students are able to use technology at St Lawrence’s Catholic Primary School, 
families must discuss the Acceptable Use of Technology notices and agree to the terms and 
conditions contained within the agreement.
